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Obligations of the Commercial Companies Regarding
Declaration of the Beneficial Owner:

+ The Beneficial Owner Declaration must be submitted
when applying for entry in the Commercial Register (in the
context of establishing commercial companies).

+ The Beneficial Owner Declaration must be submitted
when applying for notation in the Commercial Register of
any change or amendment made, and when applying for
renewal in the Commercial Register.

+ The Beneficial Owner Declaration must be submitted
when applying for a license.

+ The corporation is committed to creating and updating a
special registry that includes all supporting documents
about its "beneficial owners".

+ A copy of the Beneficial Owners Register must be
submitted to the Commercial Registration and Licenses
Department.

Inform the Commercial Registration and Licenses
Department of any changes made to the required

information pertaining to the beneficial owners.

+ The Beneficial Owners Register must be maintained for
at least ten (10) years after the winding up of the company.

The Procedures of Declaring the Beneficial
Owner:

1- The Declaration Form must be submitted through the
Ministry of Commerce and Industry (MOCI) portal for
e-services. Declaration can be made by using the relevant
paper form approved by the Commercial Registration and
Licenses Department.

2- The Declaration Form must be signed by the legal
representative of the company (the director of the
company who is the authorized signatory having full

authority and all powers).

3- Attach the declaration form with required documents.
The declaration form must be included with the application
for entry in the Commercial Register or for amendment or

renewal or licence.

4- Confirm that all required information on the declaration
form has been filled out without leaving any empty slots.

5- In case the company has many beneficial owners, an
independent declaration form must be submitted for each

beneficial owner.
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OBLIGATIONS OF COMMERCIAL
COMPANIES REGARDING
BENEFICIAL OWNERSHIP

Pursuant to Law No. (1) of 2020 on the Unified Economic

Register, any application for license, registration,

amendment or renewal in the Commercial Register must
be accompanied with the Beneficial Owner Declaration

Form, otherwise it will be rejected.



Who is the Beneficial Owner?

The beneficial owner is the natural person(s) who
effectively and ultimately owns or controls a legal person or

legal arrangement.

As well as the natural person on whose behalf transactions
are being conducted. It also includes any person who
exercises ultimate and effective control over a legal person

or legal arrangement.
The natural person is the beneficial owner when:

Directly: when the beneficial owner has not less than 20%
of the effective controlling ownership interest in the

companys capital or voting rights.

Indirectly:through a series of participations in different
companies, where each of them forms a layer through
which the person exercises ultimate control over the

company.
Companies required to Declare Beneficial Owner:

1- Partnership Company.

2- Limited Partnership Company.

3- Private Shareholding Company.

4- Limited Partnership Company by Shares.

5- Limited Liability Company consisting of one or more

persons.

Criteria to ldentify the Beneficial Owner of
Commercial Companies:

Criteria 1: A natural person (s) who has, directly or
indirectly, an effective controlling ownership interest not

less than 20% of the company's capital or voting rights.

Criteria 2: Where no beneficial owner is identified, or there
is a doubt as whether the natural person(s) with controlling
ownership interest is the beneficial owner under Criterion
(1) above, or where no natural person exerts control
through ownership interests or voting rights, the company
shall identify the natural person (s) exercising de facto or
legal control through any means, whether directly or
indirectly, over the executives, the General Assembly, or
the operations of the company, by identifying the content
of the decisions adopted by the General Assembly due to
the voting rights they dispose of or for being a shareholder
or partner, with the power to appoint or remove the
majority of the members of the management, operate or

control the company, or any other control instruments.

Criteria 3: Where no beneficial owner is identified under (1)
or (2) above, the beneficial owner shall be the natural
person who holds the capacity of legal representation of
the company in conformity with the provisions of the

Commercial Companies Law.

Information to be included
in the Beneficial Owner
Declaration Form and held
in the relevant Register:

1- Name of the commercial company and number of the
Commercial Register (in case of amendment, renewal, or
application for license).

2- Full name of the beneficial owner as mentioned in the identity
card, as well as the place and date of birth.

3- Nationality/nationalities, if the beneficial owner is holder of
more than one nationality.

4- Address as mentioned in the identity card.

5- Qatar Identity Card number for Qatari nationals and residents
of the State of Qatar.

6- Passport number for expats whether residing or not in the
State of Qatar.

7- Issuance and expiry date of the identity cards or passports.
8- Date on which the person became a beneficial owner.

9- Ratio of the controlling ownership interest in the company’s
share capital or voting rights and any amendment that may take
place thereto.

10- If the beneficial owner exercises control by any means other
than by a direct or indirect ownership of the companys share
capital or voting rights, specify the basis and the means used by
the beneficial owner to exercise effective and ultimate control.

11- Date of the last update made to the register that comprises all
relevant information pertaining to the beneficial owners.

12- Name and signature of the applicant submitting the Beneficial
Owner Declaration and his position at the company.

13- Copy of the Qatari ldentity Card (for nationals and residents),
or passport (for expats whether residing or not in the State of
Qatar), of the beneficial owner and the applicant.

14- An updated copy of the Beneficial Owners Register.
