Article (3) of Law No. (19) of 2006 on the Protection of
Competition and Prohibition of Monopolistic Practices
prohibits agreements, contracts and practices that would
breach the rules of competition.

the rules of competition:

Forms of agreements, contracts and practices that breach

0 Manipulating prices of products subject of transaction by raising,
reducing or fixing them or in any other means.

0 Limiting the flow of products to or from markets, totally or partially,
by concealing, storing or withholding such products although available,
without justification.

Having a sudden flow in abundance of products deliberately that result in
their circulation at unreal price affecting economies of other competitors.

Preventing or impeding any person from practicing his economic or
commercial activity in the market.

Withholding available products in the market wholly or partially
from a particular person without justification.

Restricting production, manufacturing, distribution or marketing
operations or limiting service distribution, type, volume or setting
conditions and constraints on the provision thereof.

Sharing or allocating products markets on the basis of geographical
areas, distribution centers, type of customers, or on the basis of seasons,
periods, or commodities.

Coordinating or dealing between competitors in relation to providing or
abstaining from providing tenders in underbids, practices, overbids and
supply offers.
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This excludes joint offers where parties declare their interest from the
beginning, provided that the purpose is not to prevent competition in any
way.

0 Publishing incorrect information concerning products or the prices
thereof, while being aware of that.
